On April 6™ at 10.30am we will be taking part in the opening of our Kahui Ako o Waitemata at Orakei Marae.
This is an amazing opportunity for parents to join our staff and learners and participate in a powhiri (welcome
ceremony) at the Ngati Whatua, the main iwi marae in Auckland. If you wish to attend please arrive at Orakei
Marae by 10am and join our staff and Board of Trustees. Parking is at a premium, please share transport.

On the 9" of April the construction company Watts and Hughes will take over the temporary classrooms and
prepare them for demolishing. We believe there is some asbestos in these buildings and the removal will be
managed safely in accordance to Work Safe and MOE standards. If you wish further information about this
process, please contact me.

As there will be truck movement associated with the removal of these buildings, we advise families not to use
the school field in the school holidays from Saturday 14™ April. The last day of term one is Friday 13 April
and school starts back on Monday 30" April. Youthtown will be operating their holiday programme out of the
staffroom during these holidays.
